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Stabilized stream banks are reducing excess nutrients and sediment reaching 
the Chesapeake Bay.

Eroding stream banks in an urban area were allowing excess nutrients and 
sediment to reach the Chesapeake Bay.

The stream was restored in 2011 by stabilizing and re-vegetating 3,165 linear feet of 
stream banks for $1,048,000 thereby reducing excess nutrients and sediment. Added 
benefits included improved stream habitat, protected property and infrastructure.
